What is Baby Manna?
Baby Manna is an annual appeal to raise funds to purchase infant formula and baby food.

How does it work?

Each year area chtches, synagogues and other organizations ask their members to
contribute funds to help area food banks purchase the infant formula and baby food needed
to provide infants at risk of hunger with the proper nutrition to have a healthy start in life.

Why isBaby Manna so important?
Infant malnutrition is a serious problem that robs babies of their ability to learn, grow, and
develop physically, mentally and socially. Each year, approximately 12,000 infants are born
into poverty in the Delaware Valley, placipthem at risk of chronic malnutrition. Even mildly
undernourished children face a wide variety of health and social issues, which become
permanent and irreversible if proper nutrition is not provided quickly and consistently.
Even families considered tdoe above the poverty level struggle to feed their infants and
children. With low paying jobs and the continued undeiunding of government programs that
can provide help, many families are faced with not knowing how to provide their infants with
the good rutrition they need. Infant formula is expensive, and so many infants receive
watered-down formula, or are started on solid foods before their digestive systems can
handle that kind of food. Many poor caregivers resort to feeding their babies sugar water or
watered-down formula, which are obviously poor substitutes for proper nutrition. Since 1994
when it was started, congregations and individuals have helped raise thousands of dollars for
Baby Manna.
